Update on Paton Property

Last September the AAS Board approved
a $200 donation to help Tuscon Audubon
purchase the Paton property in Patagonia,
Arizona. At that time this historic birding
land was up for sale and the concern was it W
would be bought by someone who wouldn’t

maintain it like Wally and Marion Paton had. This

could have resulted in the loss of valuable habitat K i n

that has served as a haven for hummingbirds and
other avian species that frequent the property. An
important part of the birding experience in Southeastern
Arizona would be altered. The October/November edition

of the Kingfisher Courier Newsletter featured an article about the
proposed sale and its implications and also provided information on
how individuals could donate to preserve the land if they wished.

On February 21, 2014, acquisition of the Paton property was finalized
through a partnership with the American Bird Conservancy and Victor
Emanuel Nature Tours. Paton’s Birder Haven will now be managed by
Tuscon Audubon and forever maintained as a hummingbird sanctuary.
Over 1,000 contributions from individuals and organizations from all over
the world answered the call to help make this come about. For anyone
planning a trip to Southeast Arizona, a stop at Paton’s Birder Haven in
Patagonia should be on your list. Many thanks to all those whose donations

helped make this possible.
