“What we see mainly depends on what we look for.” This quote
by John Lubbock seems to fit the relationship between people
and the Bay. While placing crab traps to observe the health of
the Bay, counting clams, and exploring Holland's Island, all of
us on the boat saw the Bay as a place that we need to help
save. Others look at the Bay and see it as a resource, that will
always be in a great condition. That's why we need to get the
word out.

During our time at Pine Grove Furnace State Park, we helped
with rain barrels, removed invasive species, and planted native
plants at one of our headwater streams. Pine Grove Furnace,
the Karen Noonan Center, and The Phillip Merrill Center had so
many amazing things to see and learn about. This and much
more | learned at camp and | hope to share this knowledge
with people now and for 50 years forward.
